Exhibits a low tolerance for bureaucratic performance and an absolute
indifference to personal risk. He is not reckless, but his continued survival reads less like luck and more like a
personal philosophy. Drake does not trust institutions or authority; he trusts demonstrated competence and raw
results. Emotionally self-sufficient to a degree that crosses into functional isolation. No permanent U.S.
address, no personal relationships, no pets.

OPERATIONAL THREAT ASSESSMENT: SEVERE Drake is a "natural"—an operative whose instincts
consistently outperform his briefings. He does not work well within established command structures. He is
currently operating inside Moscow without administrative oversight, pulling threads connected to the highly
classified || N program.
